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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Area Development District concept was originated in Kentucky in 1961 with
the establishment throughout the state of what were called Area Development
Councils. These became the basis for Kentucky recommendations to place the
Area Development authorization in a number of Federal acts, including the
Appalachian Regional Development Act and the Public Works and Economic
Development Act, of 1965.

The local-state-federal partnership was fully realized in the federal acts, which
then made federal designation and funds available for the final establishment of
the fifteen Area Development Districts, or ADDs, in1968. By executive order of
the Governor, all state agencies were directed to work consistently with the

fifteen areas in local area approaches to programs.

The Barren River Area Development District was incorporated in this final system
of Districts in June, 1968, and funded as an Economic Development District
under 301B of Title 11l of the Public Works and Economic Development Act of
1965.In 1972, the Kentucky General Assembly provided state statutory
authorization for the fifteen ADDs with enactment of Kentucky Revised Statutes
147A.050.

The Barren River Area Development District (BRADD) is a ten-county region
located in southcentral Kentucky consisting of Allen, Barren, Butler, Edmonson,
Hart, Logan, Metcalfe, Monroe, Simpson, and Warren Counties and 26
incorporated cities. The 2000 population of the District is 255,225, which
represented a 14.6% growth over the 1990 population of 222,766.

Females comprise 51.2%o0f the population in 2000, as compared to 51.9% in
1990. African Americans comprise 6% of the population in 2000, as compared to
6.2% in 1990. As with the rest of the nation and Kentucky the population is
getting older. The median age for the region in 2000 was 36.7 years as
compared to 30.8 years in 1960.



The BRADD civilian labor force has increased from 128,482 in 2004 to 132,976
in 2005, a 3.5% increase for the one-year period. Unemployment in the region
has increased slightly from an annual rate of 5.3% in 2004 to an annual rate of
5.7% in 2005.

Located approximately 60 miles north of Nashville, the area is situated with
excellent access to markets and suppliers, which is enhanced by a national
transportation network consisting of Interstate 65, the Louie B. Nunn and Natcher
Parkways and CSX railroad running through the District. Bowling Green, the
largest city in the region is the location of the Western Kentucky University and
the Kentucky Advanced Technology Center, highly regarded training and

education facilities.

The BRADD consists of approximately 4,000 square miles of flat to hilly terrain in
the Pennyroyal region of the Mississippi Plateau in southcentral Kentucky. Forty
percent of the area has a karst topography, which has endowed the region with
man spectacular grottoes, sinkholes, and caverns, including Mammoth Cave
National Park in Barren, Edmonson and Hart Counties, considered the longest
cave in the world. The other 60% varies from gently rolling loess deposited soil
material, to steep residuum material. The Barren River and Green River drain
the area and there are two large flood control/recreation lakes in the region,
Barren River Lake and Nolin River Reservoir. All but a small portion of the
District is located in the Green River watershed. Elevations range from under
400 feet above sea level along the Western Green River plains to over 800 feet

in the eastern hills of Metcalfe and Monroe Counties.

Since 2003 the largest concentration of employment has been in the service
sector with 33% of the jobs, followed by the manufacturing sector with 16% of the

jobs.

Currently, the major industrial employers in the region are the automotive,
plastics; metals; food; and logistics, warehousing and distribution sectors.

Agriculture continues to be a major component of the economy of the region with



many counties ranking at the top of production in the state for beef cows, cattle
and calves, burley tobacco, hay and alfalfa, milk production, soybeans, grains
and hog and pigs. Tourism, with the location of Mammoth Cave National Park,
Barren River Reservoir State Park, Nolin Reservoir State Park and numerous
other natural and man-made attractions, continues to be a key and growing
economic sector. Since 2003 travel expenditures in the region have increased

from almost $344 million to almost $399 million in 2005, a 15.9% increase.

The process began with the review of background information describing the
region. The BRADD staff undertook the coordination, collection of information
and writing of the Update. Information consisting of maps, graphs, data and
narrative was reviewed and updated where needed. EXxisting plans of other
agencies and communities were reviewed for information, problem identification,

and goal statements that could be used in the development of the Update.

Based upon the data and information, comments of the local officials and public,
input from the advisory committees, and examination of other plans, revisions to
the regional goals and objectives and development strategies were made by staff
and the draft document was presented to the CEDS Strategy Committee. The
Committee met on August 11, 2009. Upon review and modifications the
Committee made a recommendation of approval to the BRADD Board to adopt
the CEDS update. The draft CEDS was made available for public review by
posting on the BRADD web site on August 11, 2009. The BRADD Board
considered the update at its September 28, 2009 meeting. The resolution

adopting the Update was approved unanimously.

CHAPTER 2

ECONOMIC BACKGROUND OF THE REGION

A. Economy

There has been significant change in the national economy in the last twelve
months, which has drastically affected the regional economy. The region
endured significant job loss, mainly through the manufacturing sector.
Employment in the region continues to be concentrated in the services sector.
Of the 2008 jobs covered by unemployment insurance 31% were in services and

23% were in manufacturing.

While mining has the highest weekly average wage at $864, however only
accounts for 0.23% of the jobs in the Region. Manufacturing continues to
outpace all other industries in total wages earned for the region with an average
weekly wage of $731. The information sector accounted for the next highest total
in the BRADD at $603, followed by Finance, Insurance, & Real Estate (FIRE) at
$586.

Comparison with Kentucky
Employment by Industry

In 2008 the BRADD region had 108,494 persons employed outside the
agricultural and retail/wholesale trade sectors. The largest portion of these
employees with 33,411 or 31% was in the services sector. Manufacturing was
the next largest employment sector in the region with 25,295 or 23%. The trade,
transportation and utilities sector accounted for 20,826 jobs or 19%. These
sectors are the largest and are compared to the State of Kentucky. The largest
industry by employment for the State is the Service sector with 36%. Second, is
the Trade, Transportation, and Utilities with 22% and the third is the public
administration sector at 15%. The only sector in which BRADD region has a

higher proportion of employment is in the Manufacturing sector. The State



average is 14% compared to the BRADD average of 23%. The overall

breakdown of employment is displayed in Figure 2.A.1.

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Employment
The entire US economy has undergone significant economic loss over the past
twelve months. The Barren River Region has been no exception. According to
Workforce KY, in 2008 the BRADD region had 127,958 persons employed and
8,429 unemployed with an unemployment rate of 6.2%. In June 2009, the
BRADD region had 124,310 and 17,835 unemployed with an employment rate of
12.5%. The job loss has had a significant impact on the overall regional
economy. Figure 2.A.2 displays the unemployment rates of BRADD in
comparison to the State of Kentucky over the past ten years. Since around
2000, the unemployment rates for the BRADD region have remained at or below
the KY average; however with the rapid job loss associated with the automotive
industry the BRADD unemployment rate has surpassed the KY average.

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Income

Income is a tool to measure the overall strength of an economy. One income
measurement is median household income. Figure 2.A.3 displays the median
household income for the BRADD region, Kentucky and US from 1980 to 2000.
For the period, the BRADD median family income rate increased from 88% to
94% of the state rate and from 69% to 77% of the national rate. The rate for the

BRADD region is growing and at its current rate, the BRADD could surpass KY

and/or the US rate with the previously substantial economic growth.

Per capita income is another useful tool to gauge economic strength and
weakness. Figure 2.A.4 displays the per capita income for the region, state and
the Nation from 1996-2006. During the ten year period from 1996 to 2006 the
BRADD per capita income percentage of the state increased from 83% in 1996
to 85% in 2006. Furthermore, the regional per capita income percentage of the

nation increased from 68% in 1996 to 70% in 2006.

In all economic sectors the
region is below the state average. BRADD was closest in Public Administration,
at 82% of the state average. The largest difference was in the FIRE sector

Wholesale/Retail Trade

Wholesale and retail trades are indicators of the spending in the region. Figure
2.A.6 and 2.A.7 displays the average weekly wage for persons working in
wholesale trade sector and the retail trade sector, respectively. Butler,
Edmonson, and Hart counties have the lowest weekly wages in the retail trade
sector. Butler, Edmonson, Hart and Metcalfe lack diversity in the wholesale trade
sector to show any relevant comparison. The Barren River region is behind the
state in weekly wages for both sectors. Warren County leads the region in
average weekly wages for the wholesale sector and Barren County leads in retail

wages.

Figures 2.A.8 and 2.A.9 display the employment in the wholesale and retail trade
sectors in the region and the state average. The regional average is behind the
state in the amount of people employed in both the wholesale and retail trade
sectors. Butler, Edmonson, Hart and Metcalfe lack diversity in the wholesale
trade sector to show any relevant comparison. The region is in line with the state
average of 15 employees per wholesale establishment and 13 per retail

establishment.

Tourism

Tourism remains a major contributor to the BRADD economy, with almost $400

million in expenditures during 2005. Table 2.A.2 presents the total travel

expenditures in the region by county for the period 2003 i 2005. During this

three-year period, expenditures have increased by almost 16%. Tourism

employment totaled 5,458 in the region during 2005 and 176,000 in the state

during the same period.
